YEAR 9 SUMMER EXAMINATION

Art and Design
Your examination will take place under timed conditions, you will have 10 hours starting from Monday 1st June which would normally be the day we were returning to school after half term.
You will complete a final composition based on your research which you can then upload to Google classroom.

The following preparation MUST be done at home prior to the examination period in May and submitted to Google classroom before the beginning of the exam. Failure to do this will mean that you are not properly organised to begin your exam.
Your work will be assessed using the AQA assessment criteria, the 4 assessment objectives (AO’s) are equally weighted with a maximum of 20 marks each and you need to cover each one in order to achieve a high mark.

Your work will be marked according to how well you have shown evidence of: 
AO1 - (developing ideas through investigations informed by contextual and other sources, demonstrating analytical and cultural understanding

AO2 - (refining ideas through experimenting and selecting appropriate resources, media, materials, techniques and processes.

AO3 - recording ideas, observations and insights relevant to your intentions in visual and/or other forms.

AO4 - presenting a personal, informed and meaningful response demonstrating analytical and critical understanding, realising intentions and, where appropriate, making connections between visual, written, oral or other elements. 

You should choose ONE of the following starting points and produce a personal response in the form of a DRAWING, PAINTING, MIXED MEDIA PIECE etc….

1. Close-up: Close-up observations of insects, details on buildings or subjects viewed under a microscope can reveal surprising textures, patterns, colours and structures. Techniques such as printing, dye resist, weaving, stitching and appliqué can be used to interpret the tactile nature, colour or surface quality of closely observed objects. Research appropriate sources and use suitable techniques to create your own work based on Close-up.
2. Outline: Outline as well as other linear qualities, is sometimes used as a design element by artists, crafts people and designers. Patric Caulield used flat areas of colour and bold outlines, often depicting interiors and still-life arrangements. Graphic designer Franco Grignani has created many distinctive logo designs using outline. Inscribed linea designs are notable features in traditional Nigerian pottery and in the ceramic work of Lucie Rey. Photographer Matthias Hoch is inspired by the outlines seen in contemporary architecture and textile artist Annie Albers is known for using linea qualities in her geometric designs for weaving. Research appropriate resources and create your own response to Outline.
3. From above: Artists designers and craftspeople are sometimes inspired by aerial views. Ceramicist Carolyn Genders, painter Carol Rhodes and textile artist Alicia Merrett create artwork inspired by elevated views overlooking the landscape. Thhe Boyle Family made casts of sections of ground seen from above. The Jazzberry Blue graphic design company create images based on international street maps and photographer Olafur Eliasson has made aerial studies in his “Birds Eye View” series. Research appropriate resources and create your own response to From Above.
The following preparation MUST be done at home prior to the examination period and uploaded to Google classroom.
Your examination is made up of 2 components:
FIRSTLY you need to produce an A1 preparation study board (or the equivalent in your sketchbook) consisting of the following:
· Decorative title of your exam question choice

· Photographs that you have taken yourself relating to your chosen topic

· Drawings from first hand observation (have the object in front of you)

· Drawings from second hand sources ie. Books, magazines, postcards etc...

· At least 3 different types of media ie. Coloured pencil, paint, pen and wash etc...

· Notation about your chosen topic, what are you studying and why? Spider diagrams, bullet points only, not the life history of an artist

· Images of artists’ work or culture you are studying (refer to the question) – your copies of their work. Try to visit an exhibition or art gallery to gather primary sources
· A minimum of 2 ideas for your final piece & a final design with notation

· Samples & tests for your final piece with colours & techniques

· Explain how your final piece relates to your chosen artist or culture
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SECONDLY you will be producing your final piece of work over a 10 hour period under timed exam conditions. You will need to make sure that your study board is completed before the examination period and you can either time yourself or get a parent or carer to do this for you.  The 10 hours does not have to be done in one go you can spread the time out over a few weeks. You need to make sure that you plan how you will spend the 10 hours & ensure that you have all of the materials that are needed for this.
Your A1 study board and final piece will go towards your GCSE coursework and will count towards your final GCSE grade.
