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Dotted Notes

A dot next to the note (not above or below) means that you half the note value and then add it on.
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For example:               

A semibreve is worth 4 beats

The dot means I halve it which is 2beats

And then I add it on   4 + 2 = 6 .  
A dotted semibreve is worth 6 beats
