Your child will then be placed on a lesson timetable, which can be viewed by your child on the noticeboard immediately outside room B7.

1. Tuition is provided by private tutors who work on a self-employed basis and who are not employed by Pensby High School or the local education authority. Enhanced DBS clearance has been obtained by the school.

2. In the case of any dispute between the tutor and the parent/carer, e.g. payment of lessons, the school is unable to get involved as the contract is between parent/carer and tutor. The school remains neutral and cannot get involved.

3. The tutor shall provide instrumental tuition on a weekly basis for:

_____________________________________________ (name of pupil) on ________________________ (instrument). Lessons will be provided in units of 10.

4. Tutors are expected to provide a minimum of 30 lessons over the academic year, averaging 10 lessons per term.
5. No charge will be made if the tutor is unable to give a lesson for any reason. In the unlikely event of 30 lessons not being available from the tutor, outstanding monies will be refunded in full by the tutor.
6. Each lesson will last 20 minutes. The contents of the lesson will be at the discretion of the tutor, through consultation with the school, parents/carers and pupils.

7. In certain circumstances it might be necessary for tutor, parent/carer and pupil to discuss the most appropriate type of lesson (shared or individual) depending upon the type of instrument being played.

8. If a pupil withdraws from a shared instrumental lesson, then the remaining pupil will be charged at the individual lesson rate beginning from the new invoice date – at the discretion of the tutor.

9. The common fees for Instrumental Tuition 2021 – 2022 will be:

£70.00 
per 10 week term for a paired 20 minute lesson

Or 

£100.00 
per 10 week term for an individual 20 minute lesson

10. For pupils in receipt of the Pupil Premium Grant, there will be a 50% reduction in cost, met by the school:

£35.00
per 10 week term for a paired 20 minute lesson

Or

£50.00
per 10 week term for an individual 20 minute lesson

11. The Tutor will always be prepared to discuss a pupil’s progress with the school and parents/carers. Parents/carers can contact the instrumental tutor by leaving a message with the school office.

12. A lesson will be charged for if the pupil fails to attend without reasonable notice being given to the tutor. In the case of a pre-arranged school activity (such as an exam or school trip), no charge will be made if the tutor is informed directly, one week in advance by the pupil or parent/carer.

13. Parents/carers shall provide the tutor with 5 weeks’ notice in writing of an intention to withdraw their child from the above private music lessons, or in lieu of such notice be liable to pay for up to 5 weeks of tuition at the discretion of the tutor.

14. Tutors reserve the right not to commence/continue lessons unless a 10 week payment has been made in full, in advance of the first lesson.
15. Tutors reserve the right to discontinue lessons due to poor progress/attendance after consultation with the Subject Leader for Music.
16. Tutors may arrange extra sessions (charged at the common rates) for              pre-examination accompaniment/aural/supplementary lessons by negotiation with pupils and parents/carers.
