Every single pupil group: ability, boy/girl, SEND etc., all made progress better than national
and similarly, all four of the broad aspects of the Progress 8 calculation, that is the whole curriculum offer,
are positive as well. This is not an everyday occurrence in schools, we will be one of a small group of
schools with this profile in the North West.

Equally, attendance to school is above national and significantly above the local authority average. | write
this recognising that some absence is unfortunately inevitable. We have seen families and children
returning to school, in various year groups after life threatening illness and incredibly challenging
circumstances. Regrettably, there are too many to mention individually, but one young man in last year’s
Year 11, was an inspiration to us all.
